June 15-20, 2008 
[The third week of June- just after school lets out for the summer] 

 
All trips cost $300 excluding travel to and from site.  Cost includes all 
programming, transportation, supplies, t-shirt, meals (including $20 
spending money for evening out) and a Christian Reformed World Relief 
Committee (CRWRC) leader. 
 
You’ll arrive on Sunday afternoon, greeted by your CRWRC Leader.  
You’ll begin orientation Sunday evening.  Monday through Thursday 
you’ll engage in a variety of service opportunities in each city, designed to 
stretch, teach, engage you in the work that God is doing in these places.   
 
You come home changed, refreshed and renewed with a sense of God’s 
amazing plan of redemption. 
 
Hollywood, California 
Hollywood may be known for its movie and television studios, but there is another 
side to the story.  You’ll stay just two blocks from the studios of the Dr. Phil show, 
while engaging with the local Latino neighborhood and the surrounding support 
network of social service agencies and ministries.

Miami, Florida   
Miami is an amazing mix of 76% foreign-born people, while no one race of people 
make up a majority.  Dive into the multicultural swirl of churches, agencies and 
ministries and see a glimpse of what heaven must surely look like. 
(Avg. flights from Midwest to Miami- $400, Fort Lauderdale- $250.)  
 

Denver, Colorado 
Denver is the capital of the plains states. While providing culture and education it 
also receives the homeless and lost from the surrounding 8 states.  Come to Denver 
and serve alongside the Christian ministries and supporting agencies that serve the 
needs of the community.       (Average flight into Denver is $350.) 
 

Atlanta, Georgia 
Atlanta is considered the home of the civil rights movement, but it is also home to 
today’s major corporations, such as Coca-Cola, Sysco and many cable Network 
stations.  Serving in Atlanta you’ll learn about the three desolations of materialism, 
racism, & injustice. (Average flight into Atlanta is $400.)

July, 2007 – Application packets mailed to participants. 
March 15, 2008 – Applications and deposit due in the CRWRC office. 
March  31, 2008 – Site assignments made and notification sent to participants. 
April, 2008 – Orientation begins. 
June 15, 2008 – Depart for your site. 
June 20, 2008 – Return home. 
June, 2008 – Make arrangements to share your experiences.
